
 

Parking Guidelines 
 
We ask that all parents adhere to the following guidelines: 
 

 To always drive with courtesy to other drivers and pedestrians whilst on the 

school site.  Use of foul language or aggression will not be tolerated. 

 Not to use a mobile phone whilst driving on the school site, this includes 

hands free devices.   

 Ensure that you drive with caution and care when approaching any of the 

three zebra crossings on the site (see attached school plan) 

Playgrounds B, C & D:    

 These must be cleared by 9.30am and again after school by 3.35pm as they 

are used throughout the day and after school for clubs.   

 Cars must be reversed into parking spaces where possible or unless 

otherwise directed. 

 What happens if I need to talk to a member of staff?   

o Please use the overflow carpark D 

 Do not leave your car if you are waiting on the drive to enter any of the car 

parking areas as this can cause the site to become gridlocked. 

 Do not block the entrance to the Millennium playground B - if there are spaces 

in other areas please proceed to those to limit the build up of traffic on the 

road outside school. 

 Car parking at the back of school is solely for the use of school staff. 

 Drivers who park on the school grounds do so at their own risk. 

We ask all parents to adhere to our guidelines.  The Governors have mandated the 
Head Teacher to deny access to any driver whom it is considered is endangering 
pupils/parents/staff with careless driving or who is consistently not adhering to the 
guidelines. 
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
